For more than 25 years Alan Jackson’s music has provided a soundtrack for American life. Whether someone is plowing a Kansas field or toiling away in a factory in an urban metropolis, Jackson’s songs have chronicled the hopes, dreams and values of everyday people. Hits like “Remember When,” “Drive” and “Where Were You (When the World Stopped Turning)” have become an enduring part of America’s musical landscape, but Jackson’s restless creative spirit won’t let him sit on his considerable laurels.

With Angels and Alcohol, Jackson’s first studio album of new music in three years, he continues to deliver the kind of insightful and thoroughly engaging songs that have long been the foundation of his successful career. From the pensive title track to the up-tempo first single, “Jim and Jack and Hank,” Jackson takes the listener on an emotional journey. “I’ve always got my eyes and ears open for ideas, melodies and things,” Jackson says. “I keep a running list of good hooks and titles, and if I have a melody that I come up with now, I just put it on my phone so I won’t forget. If I get inspired by something, I’ll sit down and write a whole song right away, but most of the time I just collect ideas and hooks and melodies and eventually I’ll get around to writing it.”
Jackson’s observational skills have served him well throughout his 25-year career. The Newnan, Georgia native has sold nearly 60 million albums and released more than 60 singles with 50 landing in the top ten and 35 soaring all the way to No. 1. A member of the Nashville Songwriters Hall of Fame and the Grand Ole Opry, Jackson has won more than 150 industry awards, including 18 Academy of Country Music Awards, 16 Country Music Association Awards, two Grammys and ASCAP’s Founders and Golden Note Awards. He also received the first-ever ASCAP Heritage Award in 2014 having earned the title

“Hey! This is Alan Jackson.”

CUT 2: LINER AJ (enjoy new music)
“Hope y’all enjoy this brand new music.”

Alan Jackson (title of the album) OC: …the other. :42
“It sounded like a good title to me, first of all. I don’t know. People always ask me about country music, and I even say this on stage a lot when I say hello at the beginning of my shows, you know, about how I’m gonna do country music for ya. This song is about such a wide expanse of your life. It’s about life and love and crying and dying and heartache and drinking and having a good time and Friday nights – all things, to me, that have always been a part of country music. It’s not just, a lot of music’s just about love or lost love, typically. Country music is always about so many things. I felt like this title – Angels and Alcohol – kind of is [from] one end to the other.”

CUT 9: Alan Jackson explains his hopes for fans who pick up a copy of his new album, Angels and Alcohol. 

Alan Jackson (hopes for album) OC: …did too. :28
“I would hope that there’s at least one song on there that they connect with and appreciate. I would like to know that they are glad that I am ‘keepin’ it country.’ I think ‘cause a lot of my fans they still love and know what it is. It’s not just fans my age or older. I mean, I have young kids and everybody that know the difference and love the kind of country music that George Jones came here to make and I did too.”

CUT 10 : Alan Jackson reveals the inspiration behind the song, “You Can Always Come Home.”

Alan Jackson (You Can Always Come Home) OC: …a net. :54
“Well, the idea came from, you know, I had our first daughter graduate and go to college, so I’ve always been moved to write stuff every now and then where they’re at. So, my middle one decided to go move out to California, and it just reminded me of when I came to Nashville. I didn’t know anything about it and it was a big move and scary and all that, and everybody thought we were crazy. My daddy never said much, but he said, he didn’t discourage me from going or anything, just whatever I wanted to do. He said, ‘You can always come home, yuou know, if it don’t work back. You can always come home.’ So, when Ali left to go out there, I wrote this song, and that’s kinda what it’s about really. And it’s true, if you’re a parent and you’ve got kids, no matter how old they are, you’re always gonna take ‘em in and take care of ‘em, do whatever, so they feel like they have a net.”

CUT 11: Alan Jackson talks about the song, “You Never Know,” which is from his new album, Angels and Alcohol.

Alan Jackson (You Never Know) OC: …about that. :47
“It sounds like an early rockabilly kind of sound, like some of George Jones stuff was early rockabilly and Hank, Sr. and even like Carl Perkins…or even Jerry Lee [Lewis], some of his early stuff that was a rockabilly kind of sound. And then later even Charlie Daniels kind of had that sound, so I’ve always loved it. Hank Jr. had some cuts like that, so it’s that kind of sound. It’s just a fun, kind of rockabilly tune. There’s no big lyric or anything that’s gonna affect your life. It’s just fun, and that’s what it’s about. You never know when love’s gonna catch ya. It could be anywhere, anytime, anybody. So, that’s just kind of a fun, little two or three verses talking about that.”

CUT 12: Alan Jackson talks about the title cut of his new album, Angels and Alcohol.

Alan Jackson (Angels and Alcohol) OC: …song’s about. 1:06
“I think I had that little hook for a while, ‘Angels and Alcohol.’ I didn’t know what I was gonna do with it. I just liked the way it sounded, you know, so I finally sat down and tried to write the song and this just came out. I love, the melody’s just country. I just love the groove on this little thing. To me, it’s the same ole story about drinking, you know, I drink, but if you let it get too far, if you abuse it and it takes control of ya and it just kind of destroys your life with your relationships so much. And that’s just basically what the, it’s a very simple song. It’s not even a chorus. It’s just four verses, I think, just back-to-back with some playing in there. But it just talks about how it’s hard to love somebody when you’re so messed up on alcohol…one line’s about you can’t chase lonely with a bottle of wine. You can’t start trying to solve your problems by dippin’ into that either to the extreme, and that’s basically what the song’s about.”

CUT 13: Alan Jackson talks about the song “The One You’re Waiting On,” which was written by his nephew and niece, Adam and Shannon Wright.

Alan Jackson (The One You’re Waiting On) OC: …melody. :49
“That’s a very, very good song. I felt lucky to get that one, and they both write some really cool songs. I’ve recorded a lot of their stuff, but this one really felt like a record to me. A lot of people that have heard the album already, that’s one they automatically say, ‘Boy! That’s a really good song.’ So, I was really proud to have that. It’s a song about a guy sitting in a bar and he sees a girl waiting, like she’s waiting on somebody, and he keeps looking at her and all these people keep trying to buy her drinks and hitting on her and she won’t have anything to do with ‘em.  He’s sitting there thinking, ‘Man-what a jerk this guy is for leaving her sitting there.’ You don’t know what the deal is if she’s even waiting on somebody, or the guy is dead and she’s there because she don’t have him anymore or he’s just a jerk. So, you don’t know what the real story is, but that’s this guy’s conclusion sitting there looking at her. It’s very well-written and a beautiful melody.”

CUT 14: Alan Jackson talks about his latest single, “Jim and Jack and Hank.”

Alan Jackson (Jim and Jack and Hank) OC: …like ‘em both. :24
“My mama won’t get that one, but it’s just a fun little uptempo tune about same ole story. Girl leaves him, and this time he’s not gonna be heartbroken. He says, ‘Yeah? Well, just go on out the door and take all your junk and everything. I don’t need anything. I got all I need. I got my friends, Jim, Jack, Hank – Jim Beam, Jack Daniels  and Hank Williams, Sr. or Jr. or both. I like ‘em both.”

CUT 15: Alan Jackson says out of the two – Jim Beam and Jack Daniels – he prefers Jack.

Alan Jackson (Jim and Jack and Hank) 2 OC: …good friend. [laughs] :13
“Well, I’ve had ‘em all, but I’ve always kind of stood by Jack Daniels, you know. He’s helped me through a lot of good and bad times. He’s helped me write songs. He’s a good friend.” [chuckles]

CUT 16: Alan Jackson talks about the song “Flaws.”

Alan Jackson (Flaws) OC: …it’s alright. :28
“I have no idea where that came from. Sometimes these things just come out of my brain somewhere. I don’t know. [laughs] Back there in the dark. It fit that little melody, and it was just a fun way of looking at, you know, everybody’s got things about themselves that they don’t like, or just little stuff. It wasn’t intended to be anything vicious about flaws. But it was just kind of a fun way to talk about those kind of things and how it’s alright.”

CUT 17: Alan Jackson says he had to “offset” his current single with “When God Paints.”

Alan Jackson (When God Paints) OC: …offset ‘Jim and Jack and Hank,’ you know so. [laughs] :30
“Well, it’s just a story about looking at God as if he were a painter and his canvas, like you hear that sometimes like we’re his canvas and he paints everything and it turns into whatever, and that’s the way these guys wrote that. It was just well-written and just has a lot of emotion in it to me. And I was proud of the cut and the song, and it’s one of Denise’s favorites on there, I know. But I have to put something on there to offset ‘Jim and Jack and Hank,’ you know, so.” [laughs]
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
