Brothers Osborne are riding high on the country charts with “Stay a Little Longer,” which is from their new album, Pawn Shop, which features 11 tracks, all of which the Maryland-born siblings had a hand in co-writing (with heavyweight writers including Barry Dean, Craig Wiseman, Shane McAnally, Jessi Alexander and more). Pawn Shop is the Osbornes' bid to deliver music that they believe will have some staying power. The siblings produced the record with Jay Joyce (Eric Church).

In support of the album release, John and TJ Osborne will make their national TV debut with NBC’s “Late Night With Seth Meyers” Monday, January 18 followed by “TODAY” on Tuesday, January 19 during the 9AM hour. 

The duo recently earned their first ever GRAMMY nomination for their current Top 5 hit “Stay A Little Longer”. The RIAA Gold-certified tune continues to garner critical acclaim with Rolling Stone applauding the “epic and inspired picking that identify the Maryland natives as one of Nashville’s best.”

PAWN SHOP Album Soundbites:

CUT 22: John and TJ Osborne of Brothers Osborne explain how they work together as a duo.

Brothers Osborne (duo) OC: …in country music. :56
TJ: “[For] most duos it’s built on singing. I mean, John’s an incredible guitar player and to not try to follow in anyone’s footsteps and just kind of do it our own way, it’s really built off of me singing and John playing the guitar. So, I think it is unique and fun and cool, and it kind of gives two kind of parallels that I think work really nicely together. It’s really fun in a live setting too.” JOHN: “It’s kind of an old-school rock approach, you know. In country music, you have two singers that sing a lot of harmonies and stuff together, and we do that as brothers – sing a lot together – but his voice in the band is his voice and my voice is guitar. We look back at a lot of old rock bands like Aerosmith to The Allman Brothers and guys like that, where it’s like a lead singer and the sideman guitar player. That’s the approach that we’re going for, and it seems to be really working for us. It’s kind of carving our path in country music.”

CUT 23: Brothers Osborne’s John Osborne says he and his brother grew up in a musical family.

Brothers Osborne (grew up in musical family) OC: …we left. :28
“We definitely grew up in a very musical family. We were the token entertainment at every party in our hometown. It was [usually] a couple of hours into it, our dad would break out an acoustic guitar and our uncle and our cousin and everyone would sit around until four or five in the morning singing old country songs, old rock songs, everything from Bob Seger to Hank Senior, you name it. We were really lucky to be surrounded by that. We didn’t even realize that that wasn’t normal until we left.”

CUT 24: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne says it’s been a bit of a challenge picking songs for their debut album.

Brothers Osborne (picking songs for album) OC: …really challenging. :55
“We really focused on having this album be, every song is held together by John and I and what we do, but we want it to be kind of these different scenes in every track. So, that’s really, really difficult to whittle that down. I don’t know. We went through a lot, a lot of material and listened to it over and over and over. Some of the songs when you’re listening to ‘em, you’re not sure how they’re gonna turn out when you finally record them. I mean, it’s pretty often a lot of times the song that you think is gonna be the best song, the easiest song to record ends up being the hardest one and sometimes doesn’t turn out that great. Then there’s these little diamonds-in-the-rough that’s usually the last song you just threw on the session just ‘cause you had the time, and it’s just suddenly that’s the one, you know? I don’t know why that is, but I think that’s really challenging. I think every artist struggles with [picking songs for an album]. If you think of all of your life’s work being summed up in 11 songs, that’s really, really challenging.”

CUT 25: TJ Osborne of Brothers Osborne talks about being in the studio with producer Jay Joyce.

Brothers Osborne (in studio) OC: …’cause we did. :56
“When you record with Jay [Joyce], it’s different every time. So, it’s hard to explain to people. He keeps it kind of unfamiliar, so you don’t fall into this auto-rut. He wants you to kind of feel like you’re performing live, and it’s different every time and you don’t really know what you’re going to be getting and it kind of throws you off your axis a little bit. So, when you get in there, everything does kind of have a little bit more of that live-angst feeling that you get. It’s like, all the time we talk about this – we will get off stage from having our worst shows, to us, and people will come up and say, ‘That is the best show you’ve ever played.’ And I think there’s something to that when you’re kind of uneasy and you’re giving it your all, something special happens, and Jay really, I think, tries to kind of emulate that, and so recording it in his studio feels kind of like performing it live, which the end product, I think, is something that doesn’t sound insincere. It sounds like we played it and we meant it, ‘cause we did.”

CUT 26: TJ and John Osborne of Brothers Osborne talk about releasing their debut album.

Brothers Osborne (debut album) OC: …vulnerable. :50
TJ: “We’re excited. I mean, this is our first full-length record that we’re putting out. To finally put out an album, and it’s like, ‘Okay. When this is out there, there’s no turning back. Once it’s released, it’s there for the rest of time.” JOHN: “It’s very revealing, because you put your heart and soul into it, you put your whole life into it. I mean, we’re talking about songs we’ve been writing for years, and all the times that we’ve played in clubs and bars and the rehearsals and the arguments and all that have led to this one moment, and you put that on a record, and it’s revealing. I don’t think a lot of people realize how hard it is, because you’re kind of opening yourself up to everybody. It’s just naturally as a human being, you don’t want anyone to really know who you really are. You want to hide that. It’s just a very natural human response, but when you’re putting out a record, it’s all about, ‘This is who I am,’ and you’re vulnerable.”

CUT 27: John Osborne of Brothers Osborne says the song “Dirt Rich” defines who they are and where they come from.

Brothers Osborne (Dirt Rich kicks off album) OC: …with that. :38
“From the very first note, it’s like, ‘Okay, this doesn’t sound like anything. What is this?’ And it kind of catches your attention. It’s a bit of a statement, it’s like from where we are, where we’ve come from. This is our first real record, so we want to tell the world like who we actually really are as people. We’re not faking it. We’re not singing songs to people because we know that’s what they want to hear. We’re performing songs because that’s what we want to say. And ‘Dirt Rich’ is one of the things that defines who we are and who our family is and the people we grew up with. I think it’s a really good statement right out of the bat, like this is who we are, we’re different and we’re okay with that.”

CUT 28: Brothers Osborne’s John Osborne says “21 Summer” changed from its original 

Brothers Osborne (21 Summer) 1 OC: …good call. :11
“The song when we originally recorded it, it was pretty loud and massive, big rock guitars. I mean, it wasn’t like a standard rock track, but it was loud, but [Jay Joyce] was like, ‘Naw, let’s keep it on an even keel.’ It was a good call.”

CUT 29: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne talks about the feel of their song “21 Summer.”

Brothers Osborne (21 Summer) 2 OC: …to it. :53
TJ: “That was a song we recorded several different times. It’s one of the older songs that we’ve had on that record. And Jay had the idea for the song, and it was kind of weird because people loved the original version we had, and we knew people were probably not gonna like the fact that it was changed. But Jay, it was really his idea. He’s like, I think it would be really cool to have a song that was a little more, felt like you could put on and it’d just be chill. You could sit on your back porch and just hang out and have a conversation, and it’d just be a song that was playing. A lot of country records don’t really have that; they’re a little bit more kind of attention grabbing. And so, we loved that idea. We have those songs that are kind of a little bit more in your face, but it’d be cool to have a song that was just very relaxed and kind of almost have that kind of California country thing to it,”


CUT 30: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne explains the vibe of the duo’s hit song, “Stay a Little Longer,” which is partially the result of adding the guitar solo at the end.

Brothers Osborne (vibe of Stay a Little Longer) OC: …and over. :23
“It kind of happened naturally. With this kind of natural flow of it being this kind of almost sad, kind of balladish kind of feeling song in the verses, and then it kind of ramps up by the time you’re in the choruses, and it’s like a really fun, it almost gives it almost like a party vibe to it, and then it ends with this wailing guitar solo in it. For us, it does represent all these different things we do, because we don’t like to play the same thing over and over and over.”

CUT 31: Brothers Osborne’s John Osborne talks about the guitar solo on their hit single, “Stay a Little Longer.”

Brothers Osborne (guitar solo on “Stay a Little Longer”) OC: …worked perfectly. :21
“Without being cheesy, this song is ‘Stay a Little Longer,’ so just kind of naturally, it lends itself to want to keep going and going and going, and it just seemed to work out. We tried it the first time in the studio, and it was like, man, this is actually really, really cool. The more we played it live, the more we became comfortable with that song, and so we went in to actually track the record version, it worked perfectly.”

CUT 32: Brothers Osborne talk about “Pawn Shop,” the title track of their debut album.

Brothers Osborne (title track) OC: (TJ) …this song! [John laughs] :18
TJ: “We had submitted the song to our publishing company – we write songs and sometimes we will send them out to have other artists to cut – and they were like, ‘Man, I don’t know of any other artist that could do the song. We think it’s a cool song, but I just don’t know I could pitch this to. And John and I were instantly like, (JOHN: “‘Perfect!”) ‘Alright! We are cutting this song!’” [John laughs]

CUT 33: Brothers Osborne’s John and TJ talk about how a pawn shop factors into their lives as musicians.

Brothers Osborne (title track) 2 OC: (John) …pawn shop. [laughs] :48
TJ: “Being a musician, more than likely you’ve been on both sides of a pawn shop. Going in there to pawn a guitar, it’s a really sobering experience, and also, it kind of tests your will. If you’re going that hard to where you’re that broke that you’re selling the thing you love to be able to continue to do it, it’s a really weird thing, then something is oddly right in that, and we’ve been there. We travel a lot. We go in a lot of pawn shops. We’ve bought a lot of instruments from there, and we just think it’s just something unique; something that hasn’t been talked about that I think everyone understands and gets. So, we just thought that would be a good all-around title for us, not to mention we think most of the things we own look like they kind of came out of a pawn shop.” JOHN: “I look like I came out of a pawn shop.” [laughs]

CUT 34: Brothers Osborne talks about writing and recording the title track, “Pawn Shop.”

Brothers Osborne (Pawn Shop) 1 OC: …expensive pawn shop. 1:14
“John and I love a moment where we can talk about something that isn’t about drinking or about like a love song, and certainly we do a lot of all of that. So, you’ve got to talk about things that relate to people, that’s what they want to hear about. But every once in a while, you’re like, ‘Okay, what can we talk about that’s something that we’ve all been through and felt and had an experience that isn’t that?’ We just kind of one day fell into this, we were writing with this guy Shawn McConnell, who is a great artist in his own right, and we had been working on several titles. We had about a half a song written, and we were kind of like, ‘You know what? Someone mentioned something about a pawn shop.’ I was like, ‘I think it’d be cool to write a song about that than what we’re doing right now.’ And so, we threw away like the entire day’s work and started on this song, and then we’re like, man, let’s just make it about a pawn shop; not any weird angle about how there’s this analogy of how it’s like love, just about a pawn shop. So, when we did that, it actually just kind of fell out and was really fun and cool and we went to record it, it was the same way. I mean, [Let’s] just keep it really bare bones and make it almost sound like you recorded it the song with pawn shop instruments. We recorded it with Jay Joyce, and half of his studio does seem like a pawn shop.” JOHN: “A very expensive pawn shop.” TJ: “A very expensive pawn shop.”

CUT 35: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne explains how they came up with the idea for the song, “Rum,” from their debut album, Pawn Shop.

Brothers Osborne (writing Rum) OC: …working man’s paradise. :52
“It was an idea that a friend of ours, Barry Dean, had, and he came in with this one idea, this one title called Rum.’ At first we were like, ‘This really isn’t us, you know.’ We kind of thought, ‘Rum’ -- You think of the beach, you think of the islands, and there’s certain people that have that as sort of their claim to fame, and we just never really flocked to that. We kind of thought about that really there’s an entire set of rum drinkers that just drink rum on a daily basis. There’s people that are just blue collar workers that come to the bar and have a rum drink, so we were like let’s write this song about them. And the bridge is about specifically not being at the beach. If you listen to the bridge, it talks about the ‘lucky folks going to the ocean/the lake’s for the landlocked ones/we have a tarp and a truck bed/a kiddy pool, a slip and sled/let that garden hose run.’ It’s about not having any of that and about making your own kind of working man’s rum and working man’s paradise.”

CUT 36: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne talks about getting a classic country female voice on their song, “Loving Me Back.”

Brothers Osborne (Loving Me Back) OC: …so good. :35
“Country music was a big part of what we listened to growing up and some of the music I loved the most. And so, we were like man, we just wanted a country song that is a pure country song, and as we were in the middle of recording that song, we kind of had this thought of like, ‘Man, it’d be cool to get like a classic country girl singer to come sing on it. We were fortunate enough to have Lee Ann Womack agreed to come and sing on the song. Being in the studio with her singing on that song, it was like a surreal moment for me at least. It was really, really cool, and she is so, so good.”

CUT 37: Brothers Osborne talk about the song, “American Crazy,” which is from their debut album, Pawn Shop.

Brothers Osborne (American Crazy) OC: …the same thing. :35
“That was the last song. That was the last writing appointment we had before we went in to record. We were so busy. We were canceling writes left and right, because we just didn’t have the time.  We were like, ‘Man, it seems pretty improbable that we would write a song right before we would go in to record out of all this batch of material.’ Then we went in there and then we wrote ‘American Crazy,’ which was just a song really about being, nothing about, other than we are all the same. We’re all so different, but we’re all American Crazy. If we’re black or white, or we’re Republican or Democrat or whatever, we’re all nuts and we all want the same thing.”

CUT 38: Brothers Osborne talk about the subject matter of “Greener Pastures.”

Brothers Osborne (Greener Pastures) OC: …we stand. :28
“The subject matter of that song – when we were writing, ‘cause a lot of people have listened to that song and were like, ‘Man, this song could actually work on radio if it wasn’t about smoking weed.’ But we were like, that was kind of the intention. We were like, ‘Everyone alters their lyric because they’re afraid it won’t get on radio, instead of just saying what they want to say. Everyone kind of beats around the bush and they kind of halfway get there.’ We were like, man, let’s just say it. If you like then that’s great; if you don’t, then that’s great too. At least you know where we stand.”

CUT 39: John Osborne from Brothers Osborne talks about the song “Down Home.”

Brothers Osborne (Down Home) OC: …terrifying. 1:18
“We wanted to write something that kind of fits in the theme of the record of about where we are, who we are, or how we grew up, the concept is ‘Down Home.’ It’s where we’re from. It’s where everyone is from. Everyone’s from their down home, you know? We tracked that song live, everything you hear, and it’s pretty revealing when you’re not playing to a click, which is very metronomic. It’s rhythmic. It keeps you locked in [to the beat]. But in a way, it’s actually nice, because it sounds like an old band before everyone tracked to loops and metronomes and stuff to make it sound like it’s on the grid. So, you can actually hear the band speeding up and slowing down a little bit. When you listen to the Stones and the Beatles and a lot of those bands, you could hear a lot of those fluctuations and tempos, and it sounds like breathing. It doesn’t sound so rigid, and that song definitely has that. There were moments where I’m like, ‘Oh my God! Are we drunk?’ I think I might have been a little drunk. Actually, I WAS a little bit messed up when we did that, because I hurt my back, and Jason [session player] was like, ‘Yeah, I got a pain killer, a muscle relaxer.’ I was like, ‘Yeah, I’ll take it.’ And about 10 minutes later – I hadn’t eaten anything. I was like, ‘Oh my God! I think I’m pretty f*&# u# right now.’ [TJ laughs]  But we’d just gotten to the studio, and it’s like I don’t know, we just got to move on. Every time I hear it, I’m like, ‘It’s me on drugs.’ [laughs] It’s terrifying.”

CUT 40: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne talks about the song, “Heart Shaped Locket.”

Brothers Osborne (Heart Shaped Locket) OC: …much about. :42
“We went up to this writing retreat, and it was out in this beautiful, sunny and it was a lake house, and everyone was doing fun stuff and writing fun songs, and I was like, for some reason, I don’t feel like writing that. I want to write something that’s oddly darker. I always loved when artists, particularly in country, where they would have that kind of darker cheating song. It was like, ‘Who’s in your heart shaped locket,’ is a thing about being in a relationship and kind of unraveling before you. A lot of times if you’ve ever been in those scenarios, it’s kind of hard sometimes to understand. It’s like am I being irrational? Am I being jealous, or is there really something going on here? That’s what the song is pretty much about.”

CUT 41: Brothers Osborne’s TJ Osborne talks about singing “It Ain’t My Fault.”

Brothers Osborne (It Ain’t My Fault) OC: …I think. 1:04
“It’s really fun singing down there in that really low register and we kind of…once again we just wanted something that was a little more kind of gritty and kind of had some attitude to it. And it was kind of our thing where you kind of like, the whole song is just about clearly all of these things you are blaming on the other, but you are the person that is making this happen. You are the person who is to blame, but you’re just so hell bent on having a good time or going forward and not being boggled down by all of the things that would stop a normal person. You kind of just get in the surreal moment of denying any bit of blame. We wrote this with a great songwriter in town named Lee Miller, and it was actually his idea to have these kind of blaming things on each other and this back and forth. And when he started doing it I was like ‘Man, that’s really cool. I’ve never heard lyrics really delivered like that before.’ And we just started coming up with these really fun different things whether it’s blaming the ex for the drinking or the drinking for the ex or it’s just whatever order you want to put them in. It was a really, really fun different song, I think.”

CUT 42: Brothers Osborne’s John Osborne talks about TJ hitting the lower part of his voice on “It Ain’t My Fault.”

Brothers Osborne (It Ain’t My Fault) 2 OC: …our dad. :51
“I had like a loop on my phone of ‘Satisfaction’ by the Stones and it was just that kind of thing where we were very unusual groove to hear in country music…at least right now, which is just that snare that’s kind of like four on the floor sort of thing, and that’s what we wrote it around. One of the things that we hadn’t really taken advantage of in the past couple of years is TJ’s lower register. When you hear him sing ‘Stay A Little Longer’ or ‘Rum,’ it really hits the higher part of his baritone voice and which is very nice and rich and full, but we’ve never really written anything down there. Down on like the floor. And we were like, let’s just go. Let’s get down there and show like what his voice sounds like deep and low? Because I mean he was talking like that when he was nine-years-old. One day he was a squeaky little dude, and the next day it was like you couldn’t tell the difference between him or our dad.”
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
