CUT 10: Luke Bryan (Farm Tour EP) OC: …love it. :34
“The reason why I wanted to do this Farm Tour EP is hey, we’ve been doing Farm Tours for eight years, and I just wanted the opportunity to kinda put a little soundtrack out there, kind of the same way we did Spring Break, but now we got Farm Tours. And hey, I’m a studio junkie. I love being in the studio trying to make more music and give fans another take and another aspect of what I want to tell ‘em. So, Farm Tour was the perfect reason to get in there and write some new music, and we hope the fans love it.”

CUT 11: Luke Bryan explains how he came up with the idea of his annual Farm Tour.

Luke Bryan (Farm Tour beginnings)  OC: …bigger  level. :45
“Back when I started music, it wasn’t uncommon to get like a flatbed trailer and have a band party somewhere in a field or a tractor shed somewhere that one of my buddies had, and we’d park some cars at the gate and take up money at the door, and at the end of the show – I don’t think we ever made any money. We just kinda had to create ways to do shows. And so, when I moved to Nashville, I started thinking about how fun those moments were in those old tractor sheds and out there in those fields on those old back roads, and I said, hey, it’d be fun to kinda take a stab at this on a bigger level.”

CUT 12: Luke Bryan talks about “I Do All My Dreamin’ There” from his new Farm Tour EP.

Luke Bryan (I Do All My Dreamin’ There) OC: …Farm Tour album. :21
“‘I Do All My Dreamin’ There’ is just a perfect little country song about a guy that escapes to this one little spot and kind of gets away from his troubles, and he’s kinda asking if his girl wants to come along with him. I love the lyric. I love everything about it. The first time I heard it I knew it’d be perfect for the Farm Tour album.”

CUT 13: Luke Bryan talks about the title track, “Here’s to the Farmer.”

Luke Bryan (Here’s to the Farmer-title track) OC: …what they do. :32
“‘Here’s to the Farmer’ is, obviously it’s the title track to the Farm Tour album, and any time I can write a song that really kind of pays homage to the farmers and do it in a way that I feel like they would appreciate it, I’m certainly gonna go after it. And ‘Here’s to the Farmer,’ I love the way that it turned out. It says everything I want to say, and I think a farmer can hear that song and relate and understand that I appreciate ‘em, and I think a lot of people out there certainly appreciate what they do.”
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CUT 14: Luke Bryan talks about the song, “Love Me in a Field.”

Luke Bryan (Love Me in a Field) OC: …be good. :21
“‘Love Me in a Field’ is just kind of classic what I do. It’s just a song about, ‘Hey! We don’t need all these fancy places. All we need to do is just drive out, lay a blanket down in the field – it can be any kind of field from a corn field, cotton field, whatever. As long as you love on me in a field, we’ll be good.”

CUT 15: Luke Bryan says “You Look Like Rain” on his Farm Tour EP completes the project.

Luke Bryan (You Look Like Rain) OC: …perfectly. :30
“‘You Look Like Rain’ is certainly just a beautifully done love song. It seems to work on the Farm Tour. It doesn’t scream like all these farming things, but obviously the element of rain and farming is a big deal. I love how the song compares the girl to how wonderful rain is at the time that you need it, and it’s just a song that I feel rounds out the album perfectly.”

CUT 16: Luke Bryan talks about the song, “Southern Gentleman,” from his Farm Tour EP.

Luke Bryan (Southern Gentleman) OC: …Farm Tour EP. :23
“‘Southern Gentleman’ is a song that talks about what it’s kinda like being a southern gentleman and loving a woman in a gentlemanly fashion. What’s better than rocking on a wraparound porch and being polite to your girl? That’s kinda where ‘Southern Gentleman’ is drawn from. Certainly one of my favorite tracks on the Farm Tour EP.”
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
