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Capitol Records Nashville’s Mickey Guyton is set to release her self-titled debut EP on Tuesday, May 26th. Billboard identifies Mickey as the “best female voice to come along since Carrie Underwood,” while Rolling Stone recognizes her as a talent who “writes from the heart and sings from the gut.” NPR praises that “Mickey Guyton has the kind of voice that gives people hope.”
 
Mickey co-wrote two of the four tracks featured on the EP including her Top 30 and climbing single, “Better Than You Left Me,” and collaborated with award-winning producers Nathan Chapman (Taylor Swift), Dann Huff (Keith Urban) and Luke Laird (Kacey Musgraves).

Music, Huffington Post, Mashable, Taste of Country and Nashville Lifestyles.

Mickey Guyton (started with LeAnn) OC: …done. :24
“I was eight-years-old, and my church, I grew up singing in the church, and my church drove to Arlington [Texas] from Waco to go see a Texas Rangers baseball game. We were all the way up in the nosebleed section, and the announcer says, ‘Please rise as 10-year-old LeAnn Rimes sings the National Anthem,’ and that was before ‘Blue’ came out. I was already stuck on her, and then when ‘Blue’ came out, I was just like done.”

CUT 8: Mickey Guyton talks about her secret dream of becoming a singer.

Mickey Guyton (on pursuing a career as a singer) OC: …all those people. :50
“It wasn’t like something where I was like, ‘Dad, I want to be a professional singer.’ It wasn’t until I was older when I finally admitted it. When you say something like that, it’s pretty crazy. What are we normally supposed to be? We’re supposed to be a teacher, a doctor, a lawyer, go to school and for me to even say that was just kind of crazy. So, I took an interest in singing. I started doing solos in the church choir or the school had a talent show. I’d bring my boom box, and I’d sing ‘I Will Always Love You.’ I was just mesmerized by big-voiced woman, so from LeAnn, I started listening to Dolly and Patsy Cline and Patty Loveless and Reba McEntire and Faith Hill and Martina McBride, all those people.”

CUT 9: Mickey Guyton explains why she moved to Los Angeles, California prior to making the move to Nashville to pursue her long dream of being a country singer.

Mickey Guyton (why she moved to LA) OC: …go to L.A. :34
“I moved to California. I was out of high school, so I was like 20. So, I moved to California, and I was going to school out there. I was like, ‘You know what? I don’t know exactly how to get to Nashville.’ First of all, just ‘cause there’s not that many country singers like me anyway [laughs], so I didn’t really know how that path was going to exactly work, and I grew up in small towns for so long, so I wanted to go to a big city. So, it was like either New York or L.A., like which one am I going to choose. It’s cold in New York, I don’t know how I’d get around, I’ll go to L.A.”

CUT 10: Mickey Guyton talks about how she was signed to Capitol Records Nashville.

Mickey Guyton (getting signed) OC: …that day. 1:07
“[I] went to Santa Monica City College, and I was going to transfer to either USC or CSUN (California State University, Northbridge), so I can read financial statements and all that good stuff. Right when I was about to transfer, I got the opportunity, I knew someone who knew someone. This guy’s name was Julian Raymond, and Julian Raymond produced Glen Campbell’s last album and he was managed by this guy named Steve Moyer, who is partners with a guy named Gary Borman. Gary Borman manages Keith Urban and managed Lady Antebellum, Faith Hill, Alison Krauss – that was my opening. I sang for him, and he said my music sucked, but said I had a lot of…in a nice way! I’m saying what [I think] he really thought, but, and it did! I started working with him and working more on my songwriting, and he played some of my songs for Mike Dungan, who’s now the Chairman of UMG, or Universal Music Group. He flew me out there June 6th, 2011, and I sang for him, and he offered me a deal that day.”

CUT 11: Mickey Guyton talks about working after signing a record deal.

Mickey Guyton (working after signing a deal) OC: …I worked. :45
“I got my record deal, and it was my saving grace, it felt like. It felt like I wouldn’t have to worry about money, and I was just going to focus on my album, and it’s just not the case. Your bills still have to be paid. You still have things happen where you have to fork out a whole bunch of money, where you’re like, ‘Well, there that goes!’ Once I moved to Nashville, got my record deal and was focusing on my music, and then I realized my money was running out. I’m not gonna ask my label for that – that wasn’t a thought that crossed my mind. So, I drove my little self over to Nordstrom and got a job in the lingerie department. So, Monday through Thursday, I wrote, and then Friday, Saturday and Sunday, I worked.”

CUT 12: Mickey Guyton explains why she’s releasing her self-titled EP.

Mickey Guyton (EP) 1 OC: …here with me. :22
“Well, I’ve had so many loyal people over the last few years just really on this journey with me. And I wanted to give them something, as kind of a Thank You and as a way to show them that we’ve got more coming, and there’s more to come than just my single ‘Better Than You Left Me’ for you to look forward to, and I wanted to give that to them, just to keep them here with me.”

CUT 13: Mickey Guyton talks about choosing songs for her self-titled EP.

Mickey Guyton (EP) 2 OC: …could say. :23
“We wanted to give them some of the best songs that I have, but I also wanted to give them different sides of me so that they can see. And I have so many songs that I’ve written over the years, it was just really hard to decide – ‘Okay, should this one go on there? Does this make sense?’ And you just want to have a common theme in the songs that you’re giving them. So, it was definitely trying to find the right songs to relate to [each other], I guess you could say.”

CUT 14: Mickey Guyton explains what folks will go away with after listening to the songs on her EP.

Mickey Guyton (what folks will learn from EP) OC: …my whole thing. :33
“I want people to take away that they can get through anything, no matter what it is. A lot of these songs that I record are personal to me…even if it’s a song I did not write, it’s something that I relate to. And so, I think people know that they’re not the only ones going through hard things in their lives, or that have been through hard things. I think we all come from different walks of life, but have the same common feelings. And so, I think they’ll be able to learn that from these songs and learn that they’re strong. Like, that’s kinda my whole thing.”

CUT 15: Mickey Guyton says her debut single, “Better Than You Left Me,” is based on her own life experience.

Mickey Guyton (Better Than You Left Me) OC: …my life. :57
“I had just moved to Nashville, and I was heading for my very first writing session and my ex-boyfriend was trying to coming back in when all this stuff started happening for me, and this guy broke my heart in so many ways I can’t even tell you. When I was walking into this writing session, he says to me, ‘Don’t make me find someone else.’ Well, he kinda found someone else many a times, so this wasn’t the first time, so I finally was like, ‘Go find someone else.’ It was like my first time that I really stood up for myself. For so long, I thought that he was the prize, and I was so scared of losing him, then I realized that I was the prize. So, then I went into this writing session and I told these awesome writers who had never met me – it was like a therapy session, really – I told them my whole life story about this, and we came up with this song, and we wrote it from the breakup until that point to where I was like, ‘Now here you are trying to come back into my life.’”

CUT 16: Mickey Guyton says she didn’t feel that it was a cathartic experience while writing her debut single, “Better Than You Left Me,” until she was singing the demo for the song.

Mickey Guyton (Better Than You Left Me demo session) OC: …had died. :41
“After I wrote it, like I didn’t realize how powerful it was. I didn’t walk off thinking, it was more like a release and I had moved on, and it wasn’t until I sang the demo and I was singing these words that we had written where I was like, ‘Uh…’ and I cried. Because when he broke my heart and left me while I was on my knees begging for him to stay to that point in me singing this song saying I’m better than that. Like I didn’t, there was all this time where I was so bitter, I was so numb. I remember crying on my best friend’s couch for an entire day after he did that to me. I was just shattered, and I felt like someone had died.”

CUT 17: Mickey Guyton says she’s happy she went through the horrible breakup that led her to write and record her debut single, “Better Than You Left Me.”

Mickey Guyton (glad she went through breakup) OC: …this song. :34
“I now realize why I had to go through that, and I’m happy I went through that, because through this whole process, so many people have reached out to me telling me how this song got them through their day. And I remember when I was going through my breakup, I was listening to Bonnie Raitt’s ‘I Can’t Make You Love Me,’ crying in my room because this guy that I loved so much didn’t love me. And that song is years old and it still helps people through. I’m so grateful that I was able to go through that, so that I could write this song.”

CUT 18: Mickey Guyton says going through her horrible breakup was worth it for this moment in time when her own song is starting to help people through their own heartbreaks.

Mickey Guyton (glad she went through breakup) 2 OC: …thankful now. :13
“When I was laying on my best friend’s couch for an entire day sobbing my eyes out over this guy, I never thought that was worth this moment here, and I’m so thankful. I’m so thankful now.”

CUT 19: Mickey Guyton talks about the song, “Why Baby Why,” which is from her self-titled EP.

Mickey Guyton (Why Baby Why) OC: …experienced. :44
“‘Why Baby Why’ was like the prequel to ‘Better Than You Left Me.’ When I heard that song, it was like, ‘Oh Jeez.’ It was like take me back down memory lane of when I had to go to work after I was so heartbroken, and I literally put my head over a trashcan, directly over, so my tears would fall directly out of my eyes, so people wouldn’t be able to tell I was crying. This song is like everything I went through because even after you break up with someone and you try to move on, this person kind of haunts you until you’re over it, and only time can help that. And that song, it’s like, ‘Oh my God, I have to record it,’ because it’s every emotion I ever experienced.”

CUT 20: Mickey Guyton talks about writing “Pretty Little Mustang” and the inspiration behind the song.

Mickey Guyton (Pretty Little Mustang) OC: …who you are. 1:01
“So, I co-wrote ‘Pretty Little Mustang’ while I was working in Nordstrom. I worked in the lingerie department, hoserie department, so you see all kinds of women from all walks of life. And it’s so crazy – no matter how young or how old somebody is, we all have these insecurities. And I kid you not, seeing women like even get the right bra size and wearing the right bra, the difference between seeing them walk into the fitting room and walk out is night and day. I kid you not. I wrote it about my manager, because she was this beautiful girl who was so, it just seemed like she didn’t like anything about herself, not one single thing. It made me sad, because I think we all kinda do that. I mean, I do. I sit in the mirror and I freaking tear myself apart. We all do it. I don’t care who you are.”

CUT 21: Mickey Guyton talks about writing “Pretty Little Mustang.”

Mickey Guyton (Pretty Little Mustang) 2 OC: …about yourself. :24
“So, I went into this writing session with these amazing writers – a guy named Jeremy Spillman and Hillary Lindsey. At first, we started off trying to call it one title, but then it just turned into ‘Pretty Little Mustang.’ It was just about being comfortable in your own shoes. I wanted to write something like that that was still kind of fun and uptempo, but made you feel good about yourself.”

CUT 22: Mickey Guyton talks about the song, “Somebody Else Will,” which can be found on her self-titled EP.

Mickey Guyton (Somebody Else Will) OC: …for everybody. :40
“When I heard it, it was so something that I would say to any of my girlfriends. It’s just basically saying, ‘Girl, if he don’t love you, somebody else will.’ And it is so true. There are guys that are lined up to love you the way that you deserve, and it’s just a matter of you letting go of that person. As easy as it sounds of letting go of somebody, it’s not. I obviously know that, and I always tell people whether it’s on Instagram that’s reaching out to me or Twitter or whatever. I always say, ‘Only you can decide when enough is enough, and when you’re ready to have enough then you let him go, and somebody will come into your life that will love, and it always happens. Always. There’s somebody out there for everybody.”
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
