Luke Bryan releases his new album, What Makes You Country, Friday, December 8th. The collection was produced by Jeff Stevens and Jody Stevens and contains 15 songs, seven of them co-written by Luke including the title track. The album’s lead single “Light It Up,” written by Luke and Old Dominion member Brad Tursi, is the follow up to his 18th career No. 1 single and sixth No. 1 from his Kill The Lights album. With this feat, Luke made Billboard chart history as the only artist in the 27-year history of the Billboard Country Airplay chart to garner six No. 1 singles from one album. Luke’s tailgates & tanlines and Crash My Party albums both generated five No. 1 singles.  

“My favorite part of making a new album is getting to collaborate with the songwriting community in this town,” said Luke. “It is important to me to continue to push myself to grow on all levels and I feel like we did that on this project. Making and performing music never gets old and I can honestly say I am having the time of my life.  I will be forever grateful to every fan who sings along each night.”

Country music superstar Luke Bryan is a two-time Academy of Country Music and Country Music Association Entertainer of the Year, a five-time host of the ACM Awards and the 2017 Super Bowl LI National anthem performer. He has more certified digital singles than any other country artist with 40 million tracks and 12 million albums with three Billion music streams. He has had 19 career No. 1 singles, 11 of which he co-wrote, and has headlined arena tours and sold-out stadiums across the U.S. performing for 1.5 Million fans this year.  Luke will launch “What Makes You Country Tour” in February and will join Lionel Richie and Katy Perry at the judges tables for ABC’s first season on American Idol next spring.

CUT 23: Luke Bryan says he just goes into the studio to make music that affects him.

Luke Bryan (What Makes You Country) 1 OC: …approached it. :33
“You always feel pressure making albums, and that’s what you sign up for is to try to outdo each album, but I feel like What Makes You Country, this album is a little more overall country; kind of a throwback back to my roots. But with me, I just try to go in the studio and record music that makes me happy, makes me feel something, makes me emotional at times, songs that I visualize my crowd reacting to. And that’s how I’ve always approached it.”

CUT 24: Luke Bryan says he couldn’t be happier with his new album, What Makes You Country.

Luke Bryan (What Makes You Country) 2 OC: …this record. :31
“You can never go into an album saying well I’m going to record an album that’s going to beat my last album and have this many number ones or whatever. I just try to go into albums believing in the songs, confident in the songs and controlling what I control. I can control how hard did I write, how many songs did I write and how many songs did I listen to and did I really do the best job I could at singing them and recording them. I couldn’t be happier with all of those aspects of this record.”

CUT 25: Luke Bryan talks about writing songs for his albums.

Luke Bryan (writing songs for his albums) OC: …proud of. :45
“My main thing is you just want to write songs that are true and real to your life that your fans will truly relate to and believe. I love scouring the town of Nashville and trying to find those diamonds in the rough and trying to lean on the songwriting community. But it’s also fun to sit in the room and put my stamp on things, how I would say it, and you try to up the ante too. You try to become a better writer through all that. So, but with all my albums I don’t sit down and try to write some equation or logarithm to – you just get in there and make it happen and feel the vibe, and hopefully you arrive at something you’re proud of.”

CUT 26: Luke Bryan reveals his own expectations for his new album, What Makes You Country.

Luke Bryan (album expectations) OC: …fun memories. :44
“My hope for every album is to put songs out that drive people to want to come see the shows.  It drives people to want to listen to it on the radio and obviously have these songs incorporated in their life.  I always want to have a rollercoaster of emotions through the albums – the sad songs, the love songs, the happy songs, the drinking songs, the party songs.  I want to have songs that people can come to big outdoor stadium like concerts and rock and party and have a blast.  I want something driving, something to hit people in the face, and let’s make some big ole fun music and some big ole fun memories.”

CUT 27: Luke Bryan describes what makes him country.

Luke Bryan (what makes him country) OC: …small town. :37
“I think that what makes me country is where I was raised -- Leesburg, Georgia -- how I was brought up saying ‘Yes sir,’ ‘No sir,’ ‘Yes, ma’am,’ ‘No, ma’am,’ hopefully with manners and raised with a work ethic and raised in the outdoors fishing and hunting and playing sports. But yeah, I would say definitely it starts with my small-town upbringing and how we were raised; church on Sundays as much as we could. But just enjoying life and living life in a small town.”

CUT 28: Luke Bryan talks about why he’s proud to be country.

Luke Bryan (proud to be country) OC: …fun with that. :48
“What makes me proud to be country, that’s a tough question what makes me proud?  I mean I guess the fact that I’ve navigated so many aspects of this career and held onto being country in a lot of ways.  I wake up, I get to go take my boys out and do country things.  I’ve gotten to follow all my dreams and still – I’ve gotten to follow all my dreams and still kind of remain true to who I am as a person.  So yeah, that’s what makes me proud to be country.  And I feel like my lifestyle hopefully has inspired some people to be positive and have fun and not take yourself too seriously.  I think people understand me to just that and not be too serious all the time.  Life is serious enough and so when I’m on stage I just try to – I just try to be as country as I can and let people see that and let people have fun with that.”
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CUT 29: Luke Bryan talks about writing “Out of Nowhere Girl.”

Luke Bryan (Out of Nowhere Girl) OC: …creature is. 1:08
“‘Out of Nowhere Girl,’ it was a song that we wrote toward the end of the day, and we had already written one song and then we started on ‘Out Of Nowhere Girl,’ and right off the bat I just love the title. I mean most of the time when you meet a new girl in your life that walks into a bar or a club or anywhere she’s – it’s like she’s from out of nowhere. It’s like she’s sent from the heavens, and I‘ve never heard that vocalized in a title before like that. And it’s – what I love about this album is we come off of ‘What Makes You Country’ into ‘Out of Nowhere Girl’ and ‘Out of Nowhere Girl’ is a pretty poppy sounding – melodically, it’s very poppy and I don’t know if I’ve ever went there in some of my music before. It’s new things that I’ve done melodically that you’ve never heard me do and I’m proud about that. And I think it totally describes the guy meeting the girl that he’s never seen that maybe she’s from out of town and he’s just trying to figure out who this heavenly creature is.”

CUT 30: Luke Bryan talks about writing “Light It Up” with Brad Tursi of Old Dominion.

Luke Bryan (Light It Up co-write with Brad Tursi) OC: …wrote a song. :51
“From time to time, you know, it’s always nice to throw people that you’ve never written with in the mix. I’ve done that before in the past and actually it’s worked in my favor and it’s always nice to hear other people’s approach at writing and take on something and so, yeah, my manager contacted me with kind of some people to try and Brad was one of the people and I’m such a big fan of what Old Dominion does and they work their tails off, so Brad comes out to my house and we kind of get to know each other a little better around the coffee pot and then we go in my songwriting room and start working and he tells me kind of this chorus thing and I remember he had the melody thing like (sings) ‘I blew you up in the middle of the night again.’ I kind of liked that and we just started rockin’ and wrote a song.”

CUT 31: Luke Bryan talks about the inspiration behind his hit, “Light It Up.”

Luke Bryan (Light It Up) OC: …this person. 1:11
“You look at everybody, everybody is locked into their cell phones these days, their screen. They’re constantly jockeying between a million things on their phone, and so when you’re in limbo with your significant other and you’re fighting whatever – so many people break up, get back together, fight, argue, fall in love via text message and this guy is just waiting to see if this girl wants his love, and if she wants it just say, ‘Hey, just light it up.’ When your screen is dark and you see it light up and it’s got that text message you want on it, it’s a big deal. And I think we were able to really capture that anxiousness, that anxiety, going to bed with it by your pillow, lying there if it buzzes. You want it to be that text message and you can’t rest, and finally you have to just put the phone on the floor or get it away from you because you’re in limbo. And Brad Tursi and I, when we sat down to write it, we just kind of thought about it in those terms and used the word like neurotic, which it is what you become. You become so neurotic about everything going on until you hear back from this person.”

CUT 32: Luke Bryan talks about “Light It Up,” the first release from his new album, What Makes You Country.

Luke Bryan (Light It Up) 2 OC: …magical stuff. :35
“It’s kind of a new progressive type production too.  Musically it’s unlike anything I’ve ever done, the way the guitars – I could get real inside with it all, but I just love what the guitars are doing over the top of the melody. It’s a simple song. You don’t have to listen to it a million times for it to stick in your brain and that’s what you hopefully want out of a big hit. And [I] couldn’t be happier with the start of it, loving the reaction that we’re getting out here on the road. Having the fans light up their cell phones is pretty magical stuff.”

CUT 33: Luke Bryan says “Most People Are Good” is one of the best songs he’s ever recorded.

Luke Bryan (Most People Are Good) 1 OC: …emotions perfectly. 1:08
“I think that ‘Most People Are Good’ might be one of my best songs I’ve ever recorded. I think it’s a song that will truly help people believe in people again. I think it’s so truthful in so many ways. We do get reminded every day of all the negativity of what humans are, and truly it’s only .001 percent of people causing all the negativity. I mean, I truly believe that. I’m going to open the door for anybody and so many other people believe that way. I’m going to say hey to a stranger. I’m going to help somebody out in need. And that’s what this song really, really preaches. It preaches the innocence of children, the beauty of mothers, the beauty of relationships, the beauty of what life truly could be and should be and really is. I truly believe that most people lay their heads down at night and try to be better and try to be good to other people. And I think this song captures those emotions perfectly.”

CUT 34: Luke Bryan says “Most People Are Good” is about the innocence of life

Luke Bryan (Most People Are Good) 2 OC: …you love her. :15
“I think at the end of the day this song is about the innocence of life, how fast life moves and don’t take a second for granted. Therefore, you need to be good and call your mama. Call you mama and tell her you love her.”

CUT 35: Luke Bryan talks about the song “Sunrise, Sunburn, Sunset.”

Luke Bryan (Sunrise, Sunburn, Sunset) 1 OC: …back to me. :28 
“‘Sunrise, Sunburn, Sunset’ is, it’s a perfect song in my opinion.  It’s reflective.  It talks about love in a summer and summer love it doesn’t get any better than summer love way back when. And then when you say ‘sunrise, sunburn, sunset’ repeat, that’s what you do in the summer. You wake up.  You go get your tan on and the sun goes down and you do it over and over.”

CUT 36: Luke Bryan talks about the writing of “Sunrise, Sunburn, Sunset.”

Luke Bryan (Sunrise, Sunburn, Sunset) 2 OC: …back to me. :35
“The guys that wrote it, Ryan Hurd and Zack Crowell and Chase McGill, just knocked it out of the park. You hear that title so much it just sticks with you, and the second verse is something that’s just truly amazing. They painted so many wonderful pictures of youth and young love and thinking about them out there on a boat dock playing music, passing a bottle around  And it’s just one of my favorite songs, one of my most favorite songs I’ve ever recorded, and I cannot wait to see the fans sing this one back to me.”

CUT 37: Luke Bryan talks about the song, “Bad Lovers.”

Luke Bryan (Bad Lovers) OC: …hear that one. :41
“How many relationships out there where you couldn’t really get along, but at the end of the day you were never bad lovers. And ‘Bad Lovers’ certainly captures that emotion to where this couple may not make it but at the end of the day they’ve got some good loving that happens. I think at the basis of all great relationships you’ve got to not be bad lovers. If you fight and you don’t have a connection, and then you’re terrible lovers then you’re definitely done. You’re never getting a late-night call on that one.  So ‘Bad Lovers’ is just a crazy, sexy song that you always hope you’re able to find, and I’m excited for people to hear that one.”

CUT 38: Luke Bryan talks about the song, “Drinking Again.”

Luke Bryan (Drinking Again) OC: …ole fun party. :56
“‘Drinking Again’ is just your classic summertime drinking song that everybody let’s get in a little bar, let’s put it on the jukebox, somebody buy a round, let’s pass them around and let’s just party. Let’s don’t overthink much, and every time you hear ‘Drinking Again,’ you might need to take a sip of beer because we say ‘drinking again’ a lot. And it’s just fun. It captures the country – it captures what a country honky-tonk vibe is about, just being together with a bunch of friends, whether you’re at a beach bar or whether you’re out on a boat somewhere. I think ‘Drinking Again’ totally is just a big ole party anthem that it doesn’t take you – it doesn’t take you long and you’re already singing it.  So, the second I heard it I knew it was something that I was going to record and it’s just a big ole fun party.”

CUT 39: Luke Bryan feels “Land of a Million Songs” is one of the best songs he’s ever written.

Luke Bryan (Land of a Million Songs) 1 OC: …somebody like me. :39
“‘Land of a Million Songs’ tells the story and the struggles of Nashville songwriters and Nashville artists, and may be one of the best songs I’ve ever written personally.  And the second that we wrote it, I was truly – you feel like you’re blessed to be a part of it and that there was some kind of, it came to you from the heavens.  To call Nashville the land of a million songs, which is probably the land of 10 million songs when you look at the history and the heroes.  And I think about Kristofferson and Willie and all these guys when I hear this song, struggling, paving the way for somebody like me.”

CUT 40: Luke Bryan recalls starting out in Nashville, the “Land of a Million Songs.”

Luke Bryan (Land of a Million Songs) 2 OC: …your life. :49
“I remember me getting to town stumbling out of bars, getting home, waking up inspired, writing a song and trying to – trying to become a country music singer from all of these inspirations and life experiences.  And nothing is better than being in Nashville, living the town, the hangovers, the heartbreaks and trying to write it into a song to try to be the next big thing.  You’re trying to write the best song in a million where there’s a million out there getting written, and you’re trying to make your little difference and get noticed. It’s all about that guitar and sitting down putting pen to paper, and it changes your life.”

CUT 41: Luke Bryan recalls what he was feeling when he first moved to Nashville.

Luke Bryan (first day in Nashville) OC: …this place. :14
“My first day in Nashville, I don’t know. I think I was just driving into downtown staring around, looking at the singers, looking at Broadway, trying to figure out, ‘Alright. How am I going to – what’s my approach? How am I going to attack this place?’”

CUT 42: Luke Bryan talks about the song “Like You Say You Do.”

Luke Bryan (Like You Say You Do) OC: …country song. :42
“What I’m most proud about this song is how we were able to take ‘Like You Say You Do’ and twist it and have a play on words with it, and it kind of reminds me of like some vintage Earl Thomas Conley play on word songs. And yeah, I mean this guy, he’s running around saying he loves this girl, he does this and does that and he says he loves her, but me, I want to love her like you say you do. I love how we wrote it. And it was an easy songwriting day with me and Michael Carter and Ashley Gorley, and the day we wrote it, it felt like it had magic, a kind of throwback classic sounding country song.”

CUT 43: Luke Bryan talks about writing “Hooked On It” with Dallas Davidson and David Lee Murphy.

Luke Bryan (Hooked On It) OC: …your life too. :51
“For years and years and years, I have wanted to write a song with David Lee Murphy, one of the kings, one of the best songwriters, one of the coolest artists ever, one of the biggest songs ever, “Dust on the Bottle.” And literally I was driving into Nashville. Dallas [Davidson] and David Lee and I called and I said ‘guys I’ve got a title. I’m going to swing by and see what you think’ and the title was “Hooked On It” and we knocked it out right there. Yeah, I love how that all came together. “Hooked on it, hooked on “Chattahoochee’ for the first time. I never will forget the first time that I heard “Chattahoochee” on the radio and I couldn’t get enough of it. And this song captures how you get hooked on things. You get hooked on fishing. You get hooked on a good ole cold beer. You get hooked on hopefully the love of your life too.”

CUT 44: Luke Bryan talks about “She’s a Hot One” from his new album, What Makes You Country.

Luke Bryan (She’s a Hot One) OC: …honkytonk song. :31
“‘She’s a Hot One’ is kind of hey, what’s better than just a good looking hot country girl that goes out on the town, gets up on the bar and brings the party? It’s just a big ole fun up-tempo that it’s kind of like a stepsister to ‘Country Girl Shake It for Me.’ It’s just a big ole stadium rock song that talks about how this girl is able to set the night on fire, and this certainly feels like a big ole rocking line dancing honkytonk song.”

CUT 45: Luke Bryan talks about the song, “Hungover in a Hotel Room.”

Luke Bryan (Hungover in a Hotel Room) 1 OC: …sexy song. :39
“This may be the most sexy song I’ve ever recorded.  It’s got so many images in it.  It’s just so dark and smoky and rough and it tells – it tells a true reality in life. Sometimes you just wake up hungover in a hotel room, and you don’t want to leave that moment. You order up some Bloody Mary’s. It’s a pretty real song. We had Emily Weisband on there and just an amazing voice and helped the song out tremendously. I think this is definitely a contender, and it’s just a sexy, sexy song.”

CUT 46: Luke Bryan says he hopes his children pick up good habits and manners.

Luke Bryan (Pick It Up) 1 OC: …that dad does. :52
“‘Pick It Up’ is the ultimate, ultimate father/dad song. I’m so proud of this one. That’s how I live my life. I try to put a lot of things that I love around my boys. I don’t force it on them. I don’t say you’re going to do this. I just hand them a baseball and we start throwing it, and I do a lot of things – basketball, football, fishing, hunting, all these things, and I hope that they can pick up some of this stuff and apply it to their life and be better young men from it. I hope they pick up the manners. I hope they pick up treating ladies like ladies. I hope they pick up being sweet to their mama, and I hope they pick up that I allowed them to be themselves by trying to put a positive environment around them. And I hope they pick up the good stuff that dad does.”  

CUT 47: Luke Bryan says “Driving This Thing” had to be on his new album.

Luke Bryan (Driving This Thing) OC: …on the record. :37
“Driving This Thing” is just a good ole – it’s kind one of them midnight on the interstate driving fast headlines going in and out of traffic. Yeah, it’s just a big ole rocking song that talks about hey, let’s you and I go for a late-night drive somewhere and I don’t have any control of the night.  It’s all on you.  And love the dynamics in this song. Love how it starts and then the chorus is just so big.  It was just one of them songs that I heard for the first time and kept going back to and kept going back to and I said heck, it’s got to be on the record.”

CUT 48: Luke Bryan says the song “Win Life,” written by Rodney Clawson and Nicolle Galyon, is inspirational and a masterpiece.

Luke Bryan (Win Life) OC: …masterpiece. :39
“‘Win Life’ is so inspirational because so many of us are out there fighting the good fight, struggling, working hard and at the end of it you just want to win at the game of life.  And that doesn’t mean you want to conquer everything but you just want to – you just want to have a little bit of life figured out. I think the more you figure out about life, that lets you know whether you win life and you try to win each day too. The song was written by Rodney Clawson and Nicolle Galyon and they’re actually a married couple, and they don’t write that much, and I was honored to get my hands on this one. I feel like it’s a big ole masterpiece.”
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
