EASTON CORBIN is About to Get Real with his new album, due out June 30th. The collection, produced by Carson Chamberlin, features his current Top 5 hit, “Baby, Be My Love Song.” 

The Florida native became the first country male artist in 17 years to have his first two consecutive singles reach No. 1. Billboard named Easton the Top New Country Artist of 2010 and named "Roll With It" the No. 6 Hot Country Song of the Year. He was ranked No. 9 on Billboard’s list of Top Country Artists-Male, listed between Blake Shelton and Tim McGraw.

ABOUT TO GET REAL Album Cuts:

CUT 19 Easton Corbin says About to Get Real is a great title for his new album.

Easton Corbin (title of album) OC: …this record. :27
“I think that just sounded great as a title track to a record, because it’s about, as an artist, you grow and within that growth process, you do your best to make it current and young, but also with that you stay true to your roots and you have to be real about that. For me, it’s keeping that traditional country element in my songs, but also keeping it fresh. It’s a balance, and I think we’ve done that well with this record.”

CUT 20 Easton Corbin says he and his producer Carson Chamberlain really worked hard to put together his new album, About to Get Real.

Easton Corbin (album process) OC: …complement each other. :48
“We finished this record probably a year ago, and it was complete, and it was a great record. But we felt like so much time has passed, we should go out and beat the bushes, for, I guess you’d say for lack of better terms, and see if there were any other songs out there that were as good or better, because these writers are writing every day great songs, and we did. And we came across three songs called ‘Guys and Girls,’ ‘Diggin’ on You’ and ‘Yup.’ I feel like these three songs really complete this record. So, we took off three existing songs we had cut and replaced them with these three songs. I feel like that when you have a body of work it’s almost like putting a puzzle together, especially sequencing and the body of work as a whole. And I feel like that all these songs together as a whole really complement each other.”

CUT 21 Easton Corbin talks about taking fans on a roller coaster ride on his new album.

Easton Corbin (album sequencing) OC: …coaster ride. :37
“I think a record as a whole, or an album as a whole, I think it kind of has to take you on a journey whether that be lyrically or melodically or just the tempo of the songs, and I think that’s what this record does. This record’s pretty dynamic between ‘Yup’ and ‘Like a Song’ and ‘Kiss Me One More Time,’ and I think there’s a lot of different elements in there, but I think it takes you on a kind of roller coaster ride.”

CUT 22 Easton Corbin says he tries to balance his music with fresh modern sounds with his own traditional tendencies.

Easton Corbin (balance of fresh & traditional) OC: …traditional sounds. :37
“I want people to take away from my music that it’s authentic and it’s real and it comes from my heart. It’s who I am. I feel like that the country music audience out there, their B.S. meter is pretty sensitive a lot of times, and I think deep down they really know if an artist is real. And I think to have longevity, you’ve got to be yourself and you’ve got to stay true to what you do. And again, I think that’s where it comes in, I think, where there’s a balance between keeping that fresh, modern sound -- but also for me, I love traditional country music because that’s what I do, that’s what I grew up on, and that’s who I am -- and I think it’s very important to balance that with traditional sounds.”

CUT 23 Easton Corbin says it’s every artist’s goal to make the new album better than the previous one.

Easton Corbin (better than last) OC: …speak to you. :27
“I think you always, when you go in to make another record, you always want to challenge yourself. You want to make it as good or better than the last; you always hope it’s better than the last. I think that’s a goal that every artist goes in with the mindset – you want it to be better than the last. But, with that said, you can’t put so much pressure on yourself that you kind of psych yourself out. When it comes down to the end of the day, you’ve got to pick songs that you love and that speak to you.”

CUT 24 Easton Corbin talks about the song “Kiss Me One More Time.”

Easton Corbin (Kiss Me One More Time) OC: …really clever. :20
“‘Kiss Me One More Time’ – it’s young, I love the melody on it. A lot of times when I hear a song, the melody is what catches me first, and I love that melody on that song. I think that’s a killer title, you know, ‘Kiss Me One More Time,’ the whole thing, how the chorus, the  punchline on it, the payoff – I thought that was really clever.”

CUT 25 Easton Corbin talks about “Guys and Girls” 

Easton Corbin (Guys and Girls) OC: …relate to that. :26
“‘Guys and Girls’ is one of the songs I went back and I found that song and I cut that one. I tell you what I love about this song is that it captures the dynamics between guys and girls. It’s been the same for hundreds of years, you know? Guys make girls feel a certain way and girls make guys feel a certain way, and just that whole dynamic of how that works and knowing that he can’t, but he’s gonna promise her everything, you know, and just that young love like that. I think probably everybody can relate to that.”

CUT 26 Easton Corbin says the song, “Clockwork,” has a hint of heartache to it.
Easton Corbin (Clockwork catchy) OC: …shall I say? :27
“Well, this song, it’s really catchy to the ear, I think. I think the song definitely has to have a little heartache to it, because that’s what it’s about. It’s about this guy who’s tortured by this girl that, I don’t know if he necessarily loves her, but there’s some kind of attraction there. It’s kind of like an addiction, I guess you’d say a little bit that he can’t give it up, but he knows in the end it’s not gonna end well, but it feels good while it’s going on, shall I say?”

CUT 27 Easton Corbin says the song is about having a person in your life that’s like poison to you.

Easton Corbin (Clockwork) 2 OC: …out in you. :30
“Well, ‘Clockwork,’ it’s another topic, I think, everybody’s went through. It’s kind of one of those things where you have this person in your life that there’s something about ‘em that you can’t let go of, but you know when you’re with ‘em, it’s almost like poison. I don’t know of a better way to say it, but they bring the worst out in you, but you always go back to ‘em and you can’t quite get rid of ‘em because they’re always there and there’s just something about that person. In the end, they do not bring the best out in you.”

CUT 28 Easton Corbin talks about co-writing “Diggin’ on You” on his new album, About to Get Real.
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“It’s funny – that day I wasn’t even supposed to even be writing with some of the guys I was writing with, and I was actually writing with Wade Kirby and Carson Chamberlain and Phil O’Donnell. They just asked me if I wanted to come in, and I was like, ‘Yeah, let’s do it.’ So, Carson actually had that title – ‘Diggin’ on You’ – and we got to talking and throwing back ideas and where we wanted to go with it, and what we wanted the scene to be of the song. I thought about it, and I was like, ‘You know growing up and probably everybody did – I came from a small town – so what you did on a Friday and Saturday night, you cruised the strip back and forth.’ There wasn’t nothing going on, but it was fun as a kid. That song is about having that girl there that you’re really proud of, and you just want to show her off.”

CUT 29 Easton Corbin says one of the main reasons he wanted to record “Baby Be My Love Song” is because of its contagious melody.
Easton Corbin (Baby Be My Love Song) OC: …that, for sure. :26
“Well, ‘Baby Be My Love Song’ – when I first heard it – it was one of those songs that I kept listening to it, and I kept on wanting to listen to it. I love great melodies, and I think this song has such a contagious melody that it does make you want to hear it over and over again. I feel like there’s such a thing as a melodic hook, and I think this song really has that. And also on top of that, it’s such a positive song, and I feel like any girl would probably want to feel like that, for sure.”

CUT 30 Easton Corbin talks about the song, “Yup.”

Easton Corbin (Yup) OC: …here, so… :55
“‘Yup’ is another song that we went out and found after the fact, and it’s funny, I say we went out and found after the fact, actually I’ve known about that song for about two years. It’s one of those songs that had to grow on me. When I heard it, and I was like, ‘Eh, I ain’t so sure about that.’ And the more and more I listened to it, I found myself thinking, looking back and saying, ‘Man, I remember that song ‘Yup.’ I want to hear that again.’ I’d go back through my emails and find it, and I’d have my manager send it to me a couple of times. I just kept listening to it, and it started growing on me. I was like, ‘You know? Come to think of it, everybody, everybody goes through this, especially guys, or girls.’ It’s like, ‘Hey, I’ve got to work in the morning,’ but a pretty girl catches your eye, and it’s like, ‘Maybe I’ll stay here for a little longer.’ One hour turns into two and then it turns into clothing time, and one round turns into three, five and you know it’s gonna hurt tomorrow, but it’s like, ‘Hey, I’m here, so…”

CUT 31 Easton Corbin says “Wild Women and Whiskey” – written by Ronnie Dunn and Terry McBride – is a good honkytonk song.

Easton Corbin (Wild Women and Whiskey) OC: …a good time. :26
“Well ‘Wild Women and Whiskey’ is a song that, it was written by Ronnie Dunn and Terry McBride, which is really cool. We know Ronnie Dunn, you know Brooks and Dunn, iconic and I love their music, so that makes it even that much more of an honor to have that on my record, something that he’s been on. But ‘Wild Women and Whiskey,’ I always say I feel like every country record oughta have a good honkytonk song, especially traditional country record. For me, that’s my honkytonk song and something people can get out there and two-step to, and it’s just about having a good time.”

CUT 32 Easton Corbin explains why he brought over “Are You With Me” from his second album to About to Get Real.

Easton Corbin (Are You With Me) OC: …potential there. :19
“ ‘Are You With Me’ – Man, what can I say about that song? It’s so special. It was on my second record, and that song is just so cool to me, and I’ve always loved it. The reason I wanted to bring it over to this record is I hope one of these days it might have the possibility of being a single. I think there’s huge potential there.”

CUT 33 Easton Corbin says there’s a dance mix of “Are You With Me” that’s popular in Europe.

Easton Corbin (Are You With Me) 2 OC: …huge. :32
“A funny thing, a funny fact about this is there’s a Belgium DJ called Lost Frequencies, and this guy actually made a dance mix out of it. My buddy actually texted me one night and he said, ‘I heard ‘Are You With Me’ on the dance mix station.’ I said, ‘What are you talking about?’ It caught me off-guard, and I was like, ‘What the heck? ‘Are You With Me’ a dance mix?’ And sure enough, there’s a dance mix of this thing, and it’s huge over in Europe. Huge.”

CUT 34 Easton Corbin talks about the song, “Damn Girl,” which he wrote with Carson Chamberlain and Jeff Hyde.

Easton Corbin (Damn Girl) OC: …her terms. :42
“That was written by me and Carson Chamberlain and Jeff Hyde. Jeff Hyde’s a great writer, just a super talented guy. He had a little idea called ‘Damn Girl,’ and he told me where he was going with it, and I said, ‘Man, I really like that,’ because it almost sounds a little bit, not rude, what’s the word I’m looking for, like trite? Yeah, the angle we took on this song was the whole damn girl term. I guess in some ways it could kinda be abrasive. Some girls might be offended by that, but the angle we took on it was this girl, you were so smitten over her, that’s all you can say. She can knock you over with a feather, and it’s totally on her terms.”

CUT 35 Easton Corbin talks about the song, “Just Add Water,” which appears on his new album, About to Get Real.

Easton Corbin (Just Add Water) OC: …I love it. :28
“I’d actually heard that song a couple of years back and thought about actually putting it on my second record, but I felt like it was a little close to ‘Roll With It’ at that time with it. I think ‘Just Add Water’ is kind of ‘Roll With It, Part 2.’ I love those fun, like beachy songs like that, so I felt like it was a little close or premature to put it on the second record, because we’d just cut ‘Roll With It’ on the first one. So, we went in and cut it, and it really turned out great. For me, any song that reminds me of home, which is Florida, I love it.”

CUT 36 Easton Corbin says “Like a Song,” which he wrote with Carson Chamberlain and Stephen Davis, is probably one of the most special songs he’s ever recorded.

Easton Corbin (Like a Song) OC: …ever cut. :25
“That song has, kinda the angle we took on it was that melody, that I wanted to write something with kind of a George Jones type melody, that old school melody. Of course, nobody sings ‘em as good as he does. We wrote this song with that in mind, that heartbreak thing. That song’s definitely personal for me, you know, things that were going on in my life at that point. It’s probably one of the most special songs I’ve ever cut.”
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
