Shania Twain is set to release her live CD and DVD. Shania: Still the One Live From Vegas will include a deluxe edition 18-track CD and DVD and is set for release Tuesday, March 3rd.

Shania held a residency at the Colosseum at Caesars Palace in Las Vegas for two years that ended this past December. After going through some difficult times and having a few voice issues, she pushed her fears aside and booked her Vegas gig, giving herself a deadline to put it all together.

“I guess I was just ready to be reinvigorated and to test myself, test my limits, take myself out of my comfort zone,” Shania explains. “I was feeling a little bit insecure just before I jumped into the Vegas situation, and I thought, ‘Well, maybe I need to just jar myself a little bit and take something really new and exciting on, and take the chance that maybe I’ll have a really great time and learn some new things about myself and put my voice to the test, as well.’”

“It gave me a goal, and I thought if I put myself under pressure and gave myself a timeline, something as demanding as a Las Vegas at Caesar’s Palace (laughs), maybe that will really force me into dealing with my voice problems,” she says. “So, I put that pressure on myself, took on the show, and it really worked. I guess it was sort of personal and professional therapy really.”

Listen to her tell in her own words what it was like getting back onstage again after 10 years away, how she felt being back on stage, what she had to go through to put the show together and more!

Live From Vegas Soundbites:

CUT 27: Shania Twain talks about how the deadline to come up with her live show for Caesar’s Palace in Las Vegas helped her overcome some of her fears.

Shania Twain (Vegas deadline) OC: …as well. :34
“First of all, it makes you feel alive to take on challenges, and I guess I was just ready to be reinvigorated and to test myself, test my limits, take myself out of my comfort zone. I was feeling a little bit insecure just before I jumped into the Vegas situation, and I thought, ‘Well, maybe I need to just jar myself a little bit and take something really new and exciting on, and take the chance that maybe I’ll have a really great time and learn some new things about myself and put my voice to the test, as well.’” 

CUT 28: Shania Twain continues talking about giving herself a deadline for her Las Vegas show.

Shania Twain (Vegas deadline) 2 OC: … therapy, really. :42
“It gave me a goal, and I thought if I put myself under pressure and gave myself a timeline, something as demanding as a Las Vegas at Caesar’s Palace (laughs), maybe that will really force me into dealing with my voice problems. It’s sort of like getting a personal trainer. You’ve got someone there, or a goal, someone there reminding you all of the time. So, the deadline and everything like that and having the team involved, really put me on the spot and I was up for putting myself on the spot. So, I put that pressure on myself, took on the show, and it really worked. I guess it was sort of personal and professional therapy really.”

CUT 29: Shania Twain talks about some of the challenges she faced in getting ready for her Las Vegas show.
Shania Twain (challenges for Vegas) OC: …through it. :55
“You know, there was a time when it was a lot easier for me to get up on the stage and perform and put on a show and produce a show and just to do it all. Then I became a mother and then I became a divorcee, and life just builds up and piles up and piles on and it was going to be a much bigger burden now getting back on stage again at this point in my life. So, it was a genuine challenge and rigorous physically getting myself in shape for that, getting myself in vocal shape for that. So, I went through a lot of rigorous testing for my voice to try to determine what would – get to the bottom of what was wrong with it. That was a year process alone, just determining what was wrong with it and how to overcome it and work through it.” 

CUT 30: Shania Twain says while getting ready for her Las Vegas show was challenging, it was a very rewarding process.

Shania Twain (challenges for Vegas) 2 OC: …lot of time. :52
“So there were physical challenges. There were emotional challenges. There were creative challenges. It was a huge creative mountain to climb creating this show because it was really…I would have to say like writing a story. A show is a story and I wrote it out like a story and I guess it was like writing another chapter of my life. So it was very creative in trying to present that in a way that would be entertaining for the public sighting but still personal and autobiographical. It was fun and exhilarating. So it’s been a fantastic process and very, very rewarding. Lot of layers. A lot of layers and a lot of time.”

CUT 31: Shania Twain had a different goal when stepping on stage in Las Vegas.

Shania Twain (acceptance of self) OC: …a goal. :55
“The biggest change that I’ve found in myself since I started just putting the show together in Vegas is my level of acceptance of myself. Just saying look, I’m not perfect. I don’t have to be perfect. I don’t think anybody is expecting perfection. They just want authenticity and they want to reconnect the same way I want to reconnect with them, the audience, with myself as an artist. And I realized that the priorities were different for me than they had ever been before in my career, meaning that all of my career up to now I think I had been striving for perfection in everything I did. And I think there’s a time and place for everything. I think it served me very well all those years but I just had a different goal this time around and I didn’t realize it’s what – I didn’t realize that that was even a goal.” 

CUT 32: Shania Twain says her goal was to enjoy herself in Las Vegas.

Shania Twain (goal was to enjoy herself) OC: …harmony. :57
“The goal just became clearer and clearer that I wanted to enjoy myself, and being happy with what I was doing didn’t necessarily mean that I had to be perfect. It means that I’m having fun. I’m enjoying the exchange with the audience. I’m proud of what I’m doing. I wouldn’t have any fun with anything I did professionally anyway, unless I knew I was doing a good job at it. But I guess I took the pressure off myself in the sense that I needed to just indulge in the pleasure on being on the stage enjoying the public, which I did immensely during this show. So, there was a really great relationship that I had between – that existed between myself and the audience, and then also with myself and the band and the crew. And it was a really wonderful harmony.”

CUT 33: Shania Twain says putting her Las Vegas show together took a lot of thought to make sure it flowed together.

Shania Twain (putting songs in order) OC: …tricky part. :45
“So, it took a lot of thought putting everything in the right place and giving everything, giving every song its place in the fashion evolution of my career and the looks and everything like that in the base of the show. So, it was fun.  It was hard putting that all together really, to be honest, and marrying everything together so that it flowed, but that it still told the story and unfolded cohesively so that you weren’t getting jerked around. When you’ve got a lot of diversity in your music and in your looks, how do you get all that in without the theme of the show getting all disjointed? Normally, you would maybe pick a theme for a show and then that would be your theme for the night and you would stay within that theme of the show.  But this was all over the place just like my career has been. So, that was kind of the tricky part.”  

CUT 34: Shania Twain says her comfort level on stage increased when her sister, Carrie Ann, agreed to join her for her Vegas show.

Shania Twain (having sister with her) OC: …in general. 1:09
“The idea of going back on the stage again scared me at the beginning. It was intimidating, and I had to build up a lot of courage to take the plunge because I knew that once I made the commitment there was no turning back. So, that was a big moment. So, right at that moment, I realized that to take the plunge I needed to know that I was going to have some support there. And so my sister Carrie, being a beautiful singer herself and we’re very close, she said well – well actually I said to her I’ll do this because she was encouraging me. ‘Oh yeah, come on. You can do it. You can do it.’ And so I said ‘Well, listen, how about if you do it, I’ll do it? We’ll do it together.’ And that was just really a turning point for me knowing that she was into the idea of participating and not just being there behind the scenes, but taking that plunge as well. And I felt like I was sharing some of that weight, and really [it] just helps like logically. Even though I’m still up there – I mean, I know in my mind, of course, I’m still out there up front by myself in my own moments and all eyes are on me, but the people that share the stage with you really do make a big difference in your just moral support in general.”

CUT 35: Shania Twain explains why she wanted her husband, Fred, to shoot behind-the-scenes footage of the entire process of prepping and putting together her Las Vegas show.

Shania Twain (Fred documenting process) OC: …reluctant. :48
“It was a little bit of a decision for me to decide to share it. The behind the scenes stuff is pretty…it’s just very personal and I wanted Fred to film it all because I wanted to not just remember the polished, finished show but I wanted to remember the experience of putting it together and creating it and the process of it that went on in my own mind.  And there was no other way of doing it than for Fred to be capturing it just on our lost moments when we’re completed disassociated from the production or from a rehearsal where it was just me in my own space. So, it was really neat for me to watch it back but there were certain times when I said to everybody, ‘Oh I’m not sure I want to share this.  I don’t know.’ And I was reluctant.”

CUT 36: Shania Twain says having members of her former touring band and her husband, Fred, with her for her Las Vegas show gave her the support she needed to get back on stage.

Shania Twain (comfort level) OC: …I needed. :46
“There are some members that I have toured with for a long time as well, and there was a comfort level with them. They knew the music so well and that really helped during the rehearsal process. So, they were a very big support on the musical end, and then of course, just on the performance end being on stage together and it’s just like old times and that communication and that repoire. And my husband being there with me as well and a very big part of the whole show, not on stage, but behind-the-scenes. So, I have the support on the stage and behind-the-scenes. And there were several people that have been in my career for a long time that went through the journey with me and that was important. I guess I just did better in numbers in that sense, in surrounding myself with the support I needed.”

CUT 37: Shania Twain says she had fun every single night that she performed onstage in Las Vegas.

Shania Twain (had a blast) OC: …having fun. :52
“When you’re an entertainer it’s usually only when you’re done with something and you’re looking back on it that you’re going – that you’re saying am I happy with it or not. But I was happy with it in the minute, and at the moment I enjoyed myself. In fact, there were days when – for example I’d go on stage and maybe I wasn’t feeling very well or I was just maybe feeling a bit down emotionally or maybe just feeling tired before going on stage and once I got on stage I was having a great time and every night I had a great time. So I had a blast. I had fun and so to me it was successful. I mean of course I had to get through all of the hurdles of getting the show right and that hard work nuts and bolts period prior to the very first show. But once that first show started it was like all the work ended and I was just no longer at work anymore. I was just having fun.”

CUT 38: Shania Twain says she doesn’t have one particular moment that was her favorite during her Las Vegas show…instead, it’s the whole show that’s her favorite moment.

Shania Twain (favorite moment) OC: …every night. 1:04
“The whole show is my favorite thing as a performer because I…I wrote all of those favorite moments in the show for exactly that reason. I just wanted to have a really wonderful time. I wanted to surround myself with all the things that I love, the people that I love, a room that I loved. I loved the room. It was gorgeous. All of the songs I loved in the show. I was very careful about picking the song list. I was careful about the order of the song list and how it was going to feel mood wise and how it was all going to roll out. It was very custom made for me, this show, and to make sure that I was going to enjoy myself every night after that. I love horses, so I wanted horses in the show. I love enjoying being fit and energetic. And so I chose clothes that were sexy and fun and that I enjoyed getting into every night. I never got into my clothes and thought ‘Oh I just can’t do this another night.’ But I loved it. I always felt – I always felt revived getting into my costumes every night.”

CUT 39: Shania Twain talks about breaking it down for a campfire scene and acoustic performances during her Las Vegas show.

Shania Twain (campfire scene) OC: …have to have. :50
“I love intimacy with the audience, so as much as I loved all of the fashion and revisiting all of the iconic images throughout my career in the wardrobe, that was all fun and it was all very glamorous and everything, but then just breaking down to sit around the campfire and do some of the songs acoustically without all the production and without all the glam and the one on one with the audience. I love going into the audience, and this theater was perfect for me because I could really walk among everybody and touch people and hug people and let them sing with me and we’d laugh and I’d miss words. It was a lot of spontaneity in the show, and I wanted – I didn’t want to lose or compromise the spontaneity for the sake of the production and the very fixed elements of a big production like that that you have to have.”

CUT 40: Shania Twain says the DVD part of her new collection, Still the One Live From Vegas, gives fans the whole picture of her Las Vegas show, even if they have seen it in person.

Shania Twain (DVD) 1 OC: …for me. :34
“It’s very important to capture this type of thing on film because even when you go in person you’re never going to – you’re never going to see everything. It’s too – you’re looking – it’s too big of a stage. It’s an exceptionally large stage and you can’t take the whole show in all in one night. There’s too many things going on. It’s very multidimensional and hard to focus on everything all at one time. So yeah, it’s kind of luxury having it on DVD and being able to really see it from that perspective, the whole picture all at one time. So, that’s kind of a special part of it for me.”

CUT 41: Shania Twain explains why she wanted to film her Las Vegas show and offer it to fans on DVD.

Shania Twain (DVD) 2 OC: …it, I guess. :42
“I wanted the memory. It’s just about capturing the memory. I wanted my Kodak moment to last forever and I wanted – I wanted to be able to look back at it because I guess when you climb a mountain, when you get to the top if you don’t take a picture you’ve missed it. You’ve missed it and you live it and it’s wonderful to live it and of course I lived it every night, the show. But I wanted to be able to look back at it in years from now and remember, not just remember how it was at the time but look back in 20 years from now, 10 years from now, even 5 years from now and have a different perspective and a fresh eye. So I just wanted to freeze frame it I guess.”

CUT 43: Shania Twain talks about opening her Las Vegas Show with “I’m Gonna Getcha Good.”

Shania Twain (Gonna Getcha Good) OC: …start the show. :42
“I wanted it to have that sort of rock edge pump to it right at the top of the show and I wanted to be able to tell a story with a song list. So ‘I’m Gonna Getcha Good’ was just a very empowering way to start the show and say I’m in control and this feels really good and I’m at the top of my game here and I’m ready to kick off this night.  So it was a very soothing song in that regard and it’s also quite sultry. The vocal in the beginning is quite sultry and I wanted to – I didn’t want to come out kicking and screaming. I wanted to come out with a quieter strength with my voice. So it was just the perfect song. ‘I’m Gonna Getcha Good’ was the way to start the show.”

CUT 44: Shania Twain says she wanted to include different moments of her life in her Las Vegas show.

Shania Twain (From This Moment On) OC: …deserved. :41
“So, there were a lot of things to cover in this show. I wanted to touch on the story of my life in the show, and of course that meant I had to revisit all of these different phases of my image, interests and where the songs fit into all of that. It was quite a puzzle putting the song list together because I wanted the show to balance out. So we had the image for ‘From This Moment On’ which so many people, both ‘From This Moment On’ and ‘You’re Still the One,’ so many people have gotten married to those songs. So, I wanted those songs to have that epic love moment that they deserved.” 

CUT 45: Shania Twain says ending her Las Vegas show with “Man! I Feel Like a Woman” was the best and most satisfying way to wrap it up.

Shania Twain (ending the Vegas show with Man!) OC: …motivated, you know?. :38
“It’s a satisfying way to end, ‘Man I Feel Like A Woman.’ It’s a real punctuation, and it, I guess, sums everything up at the end of the night considering the spirit of what I went into the project with, which was to take on a really difficult challenge, conquer it and enjoy it. Not hate it in the end. Sometimes we take on our challenges and then when we’re done with them we’re like ‘That’s it. I’m done with it. I’m out of there. I can say I did it. I’m never doing that again.’ But I really enjoyed it, and I felt refreshed at the end of the two years to be honest, and invigorated and motivated, you know?”
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
