[bookmark: _Hlk528069691]Multiple-platinum-selling country singer Josh Turner’s I Serve A Savior will release on October 26th, adding a new dimension to the GRAMMY® nominee’s already acclaimed career. The faith-based collection includes hand-picked hymns, alongside brand-new originals and live recordings of some of Turner’s most memorable hits including “Me and God” and “Long Black Train.”

 Baring faith and family in his forthcoming gospel project, Turner’s I Serve A Savior even includes a special song "The River (of Happiness)," penned by his wife, Jennifer, and eldest son, Hampton. The pair also sings on the track along with Turner’s three other boys. "It’s an uplifting song," said Turner. "And having Jennifer and the boys singing on it drives that home.” 

 I Serve A Savior is a landmark album from one of the pillars of the country music community. A dream come true for Turner, the gospel project is one that fans have been asking to hear for years. More than that, it reflects the heart of the artist and is a personal manifesto. 

 “My faith is the most important thing to me,” said Turner. “I want people to hear the sentiment and heart behind this record. I want them to feel the same inspiration that I felt. I want them to feel that and hopefully they’ll make these songs a part of their life.”

"Working on this project has definitely been a God-ordained blessing. I never would have thought I’d be doing this record this year, but God opened a door and I walked through it," shared Turner. "I’ve seen many seemingly impossible things take place during the making of this record and I’ve felt God’s anointing over it." 

 In addition to the 12-track project, Turner is set to release a 90-minute live performance DVD of the new faith-based collection, filmed at Gaither Studios. The DVD will include a special interview of Turner with gospel legend Bill Gaither. “Josh Turner is a gifted artist. We talked about his faith, his music, his wife and children, and about his gospel heritage he holds so dear,” expressed Gaither. “It is a joy to see a young man with so much talent using his gifts with purpose and excellence.” The anticipated DVD, which features a performance by the Turner family, will also be edited to air as a one-hour television special hosted by Bill Gaither. The special will air this fall on several networks across the U.S. and Canada.

I Serve a Savior Album Audio:

CUT 19: Josh Turner has wanted to record a gospel album for quite some time.

Josh Turner (always wanted to do a gospel record) OC: …a lot to me. :32
“My fans have been asking for this for a long time and this has been something that I’ve wanted to do for a long time. I’ve always wanted to do a gospel record and I never really thought about the circumstances of what that would look like, but to do it on MCA, which has been my home since 2001, it just means a lot to me and it’s appropriate for who I am and what I’ve been called to do. And so, to be able to give my fans this project, it means a lot to me.”

CUT 20: Josh Turner talks about his new gospel album, I Serve a Savior.

Josh Turner (Gospel collection) OC: …strongly about. :23
“The songs that make up this record are all songs that really mean something to me. There’s a huge variety of songs on this record, but they’re all songs that really have a special place in my heart whether they are older hymns or songs that I wrote or cover songs, or what-have-you. It’s just a collection of songs that I really feel strongly about.” 

CUT 21: Josh Turner says he started singing in church when he was a child.

Josh Turner (started singing in church) OC: …with it. :46
“I did start out singing in church. I was probably four or five years old. I kind of transitioned to the children’s choir and we did a lot of stuff and then moved up to the adult choir eventually. And then I formed my own quartet with guys my own age and we sang southern gospel and a lot of hymns and different things. So, I sang in church in a lot of different capacities. The first time I ever sang a country song in front of a crowd was actually at a church event, and it was a benefit thing we did one year called April Fools for Christ when I was 13 years old. And I had developed a passion for singing country music, but I didn’t really think about getting out in front of the public and doing anything with it.”

CUT 22: Josh Turner recalls when his passion for singing really started.

Josh Turner (passion for music) OC: …kind of stuff. :44
“My mama had kind of pushed me to do this and so when I went out that night and I sang ‘Diggin’ Up Bones,’ [laughs] of all songs, the reaction that I got from the crowd was something that I had never experienced before And so that was really when the passion started to burn within me to do this and to pursue this. My church background, my church foundation really just, that was it for me as far as being in front of a crowd and actually using my talent and singing to other people. Prior to any of that, the first music I remember hearing outside of church was actually in my granny’s house and she had a huge record collection of country and bluegrass and gospel and southern gospel and all kind of stuff.”

CUT 23: Josh Turner talks about his Grandmother’s record collection and how that profoundly influenced him.

Josh Turner (grandmother’s record collection influenced him) OC: …known for. :42
“She had a huge collection, and she had everything from Roy Acuff to Waylon Jennings to Johnny Cash to The Stanley Brothers, the Osborne Brothers, all kinds of southern gospel groups, Ernest Tubb. She loved music and she loved gospel music, and she had one of those huge ginormous stereo console things in her house with a record player and 8-track machine and all that stuff. Every time I went to her house she had one of those records playing. My heart’s always been in country music and the roots of just Americana, just that rootsy, earthy kind of music that our region, the southeast region of the United States is known for.”

CUT 24: Josh Turner talks about how he tried to make the traditional hymns sound fresh on his new project, I Serve a Savior.

Josh Turner (making traditional hymns sound fresh) OC: …to show. :35
“I’ve always been traditionally-minded, but I’ve always been a forward thinker. I don’t want to just go and make a record chopped full of old hymns and do them the same way that they’ve been done a million times before. ’I Saw the Light” has been done the same way. So, I really kind of tried to dig down deep and tried to find a new way of doing this without sacrificing the integrity of the song. So, I wanted this whole record to have that traditional footing but be new and fresh and intriguing. I wanted it to be thought provoking. I wanted people to hear it and say, ‘Wow! I’ve never heard it done this way. I wanted that creativity to show.”

CUT 25: Josh Turner talks about his hopes for the album. 

Josh Turner (what he wants fans to go away with) OC: …moved by it. :25
“I think my biggest hope for what my fans would take away from this record is just the heart of it. I want them to see and hear the heart and soul and the passion that I put into each and every song and the creativity, but I don’t want that stuff to kind of get in the way of the message of each song, I just want the fans to really listen to the messages of each song and really be moved by it.”

CUT 26: Josh Turner talks about the title of his new album, I Serve a Savior.

Josh Turner (I Serve a Savior title) OC: …album title too. :18
“When this project and this opportunity came along, I started looking back through some of my old songs to see if there was anything that would kind of fit, and when I heard that I was like ‘Dang, this is perfect.’ And so as we started collected songs and putting it all together, I just felt like it would be a good album title too.”

CUT 27: Josh Turner talks about the song, “I Saw the Light.”

Josh Turner (I Saw the Light) OC: …the record. 1:20
“I feel like “I Saw the Light” kind of paints the picture of what this whole record is all about. It’s taking something that’s old and making it fresh. And I’ve always been a huge Hank Williams fan. I always loved his version. And so, when we decided to do this song for this record, I’m sitting here thinking how in the world am I going to do ‘I Saw the Light’ to where it sounds like me. So, I started listening to every other version that’s ever been done to this song, and they all just sounded so happy and like there was just something missing in those versions and I couldn’t figure out what it was. Well, this one particular night, I’m lying in bed and couldn’t quit thinking about it, and so all the sudden the inspiration hits me, and I figured out what it was lacking, and I figured out that the guy in this song he eventually sees the light. Like it’s a redemptive song but you can’t recognize light until you’ve been through the darkness. So, I wanted to kind of bring that tone musically to that song and so I jumped up out of bed, I grabbed my guitar and my phone and started recording how I felt like it should go ,and literally I think pretty much like 98% of what I jumped up out of bed and played that night was what happened on the record.’

CUT 28: Josh Turner talks about the song, “I Pray My Way Out of Trouble.”

Josh Turner (I Pray My Way Out of Trouble) OC: …of respect. 1:15
“It was on a hymn record that the Osborne Brothers had done, and it was one of the records that was in my granny’s collection. when we started looking for songs for the record I heard that again and I’m like man the lyric is timeless. It’s classic. I’m so glad we have it on there because it’s just a fun song to sing and I wasn’t even aware that Loretta and Teddy had written the song but that made me love it even more when I found out. I wanted to try to get Bobby Osborne to come in and sing on this song and I’m so glad that he was willing and able to do it because it was such a delight having him come in and do it, and he did such an incredible job. He has that signature Bobby Osborne lick in there, and it was just fun to kind of hang out with him and hear him tell stories and all that. He was talking about how the jackets that he and Sonny had worn on the record cover they had custom made by some lady in Pennsylvania He talked about his time in the service in the Army and getting a purple heart for his time in the Korean War, and it made me realize that not only is this guy a musical hero of mine, but he’s an American hero and he deserves a lot of respect.”

CUT 29: Josh Turner talks about the song “Great is Your Faithfulness” from his I Serve a Savior album.

Josh Turner (Great is Your Faithfulness) OC: …conversational. :19
“I’ve always loved this song. This is one of those songs that I grew up singing in church. I felt like it was imperative for me to get away from the Old English way of speaking and singing so that I could relate to people in these modern times. I wanted it to be more conversational.” 

CUT 30: Josh Turner talks about including “Swing Low, Sweet Chariot” on his new gospel project.

Josh Turner (Swing Low, Sweet Chariot) OC: …story with this. :21
“’Swing Low Sweet Chariot’ was one that I wanted to put on this record and there were some other ones that we had considered but they didn’t feel right like this one did. This song was written a long, long time. I didn’t want every other line to be ‘coming for to carry me home’ because lyrically it just didn’t make sense. So, I took it upon myself to kind of write a lot of new lyric to really kind of tell more of the story with this.”

CUT 31: Josh Turner says “Without Him” is his favorite hymn, especially as he’s gotten older.

Josh Turner (Without Him) OC: …down at night. :47
“‘Without Him’ is my favorite hymn, and I first came to know this song when I was in my quartet growing up in church. We were called the Thankful Hearts. ‘Without Him’ was one of the hymns that we did. The song made a huge impression on me from the first time I heard it, because it was so cut and dry. It was so simple. It was so black and white. As I started walking through life from the teenage years and started getting older and going through all kinds of different things and leaving home and what have you, this song has become so much more meaningful to me because of what it says and because it has just kind of a calming melody to it. I’ve sung it to myself a lot in my quiet moments. I’ve sung it to all my boys when they were babies when I was putting them down at night.”

CUT 32: Josh Turner wrote about looking to God for guidance in the title cut “I Serve a Savior.”

Josh Turner (I Serve a Savior) OC: …it happened. :56
“I’m trying to do good in this life. I’m trying to use my platform for good and I’m trying to influence people in a positive way and trying to bring them some hope and some peace and some joy with every record that I do, every show that I do, every time I get in front of a camera. And so, I have to lean on him. It’s imperative that I lean on him and seek him and his word and try to get wisdom and guidance and answers for the things that are going on in my life and the challenges that I’m facing because if I didn’t I’d be lost, confused and unhappy. Life’s tough and I wrote about that in ‘I Serve a Savior’ where it’s like this world can be so full of heartache. My fans they know what that’s like. They’re no stranger to that either. And so, I want them to be able to come to a show of mine or listen to a record of mine and once it’s over, I want them to feel better than they did before it happened.”

CUT 33: Josh Turner explains why he wanted to put “How Great Thou Art” on his new collection, I Serve a Savior.

Josh Turner (How Great Thou Art) OC: …really emotional. :33
“When I was in college, they had asked me to sing one Sunday, and so I decided to sing that.  And so, the way I sang it that morning always kind of stuck with me. I always thought it was a good arrangement and so I’ve never really forgotten that.  And so, when we decided to put this song on the record I wanted to kind of go back to that. Having Sonya Isaacs sing on it just kind of really just kind of solidified the whole deal. Her voice is such a compliment to mine.  Everything that we did with this song just really kind of made it kind of heartfelt and just really emotional.”

CUT 34: Josh Turner talks about the song “The River (of Happiness),” which his wife Jennifer and son Hampton co-wrote.

Josh Turner (The River of Happiness) OC: …turned out great. 1:00
“It’s fun for all of us to get together and sing and play and perform and all that. It’s not something that I really set out to accomplish. It just kind of happened that way. But Hampton, in particular, I don’t know if it’s his age or what the deal is, but every time I see him he’s playing some kind of instrument at home. [laughs] I don’t know what that means but I can see a lot of me in thatI’m very proud of all of them. They’re very capable and very talented. When Jennifer and Hampton wrote ‘The River of Happiness,’ she had sent it to me the day that I was having a production meeting just for me to hear it, and when I heard it I was like – because we had been considering having the boys sing on the record in some kind of capacity. We just didn’t know what. So, when I heard that song I was thinking, ‘Golly, this song is good enough to actually stand on its own,’ That’s pretty much what happened, and it turned out great.”


CUT 35: Josh Turner talks about “Amazing Grace,” which is featured on his new collection, I Serve a Savior.

Josh Turner (Amazing Grace) OC: …receiving it. :49
“People always ask the aged old question ‘Why does God let bad things happen to good people?’ Romans 8:28 says ‘For we know that all things work together for the good of those who are called according to his purpose.’ We have to rest in that and we have to trust that.  And his grace is amazing because there’s a lot of times, most times, we don’t deserve it because without him we’re pretty insignificant. We don’t deserve his grace, but we’re worth it and he sees us as being worthy of it. I think that’s why this song means so much to so many people is that it helps them realize, ‘Hey, I am significant in his eyes. He loves me. He cares about me and he’s extending grace to me that I may or may not deserve but he thinks I’m worthy of receiving it.’”

CUT 36: Josh Turner explains why “Long Black Train” is included on his new album, I Serve a Savior.

Josh Turner (Long Black Train) OC: …the record. :18
“There’s been so many people to tell me stories about how that song has made a difference in their life. I couldn’t not put this song on the record. It’s meant so much to so many people. It’s a different version than what people are used to, but I feel like it’s a good version and I’m glad to have it on the record.”

CUT 37: Josh Turner talks about the “Doxology” he included on his new project, I Serve a Savior.

Josh Turner (Doxology) OC: …called to do. :21
“The ‘Doxology’ harkens back to my days growing up and going to church there in South Carolina and in that traditional church setting. It was just something we always did every Sunday. We would always sing that. It’s always been a part of my life. It’s a call to praise God above anything and everything and everybody else and that’s kind of what we’re called to do.”

CUT 38: Josh Turner talks about the song, “Me and God.”

Josh Turner (Me and God) OC: …a record. :42
“This is a fan favorite. “Me and God” is a song that I wrote when I was fresh out of college. I had just signed my publishing deal. I was living in a 535 square foot apartment. My only job was to write songs. ‘Me and God’ is one of those songs that I wrote in that little apartment, and I just kind of wanted to write a song about what my relationship was like with him. in the song, I wanted to kind of paint that picture of like yes, he’s my father but he’s also my friend and he’s the beginning and he’s the end. He’s everything to me. I am weak, and he is strong, and he forgives me when I’m wrong. I didn’t write that song for it to end up on a record.”
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
